Lecture with Charles Waldgrave

Charles Waldegrave  is a psychologist, a family therapist, an 
Anglican priest, a social policy analyst and researcher. He is 
the Pakeha(European) Co-ordinator of the Family Centre in 
Lower Hutt, Wellington, New Zealand. He leads the Social 
Policy Research Unit there and is also a joint leader of the New 
Zealand Poverty Measurement Project. The team of Maori, 
Pacific Islanders and Pakeha has developed therapeutic 
models and research that adress poverty, gender and cultural 
inequality as sources of problems (Just therapy). By their 
spiritual, educational work and research they have achieved 
changes even in laws in New Zealand. Charles and his 
colleagues lead workshops and educational events throughout 
the world and have published extensively.
